 The District’s 4-Year Graduation rate decreased by approximately 0.4% this year
but has increased 3.2% since 2011-12.

 The drop in graduation rate was most pronounced among American Indian/Alaska
Native students, both within OPS (-8.12%) and at the state (-4.06%) level.

 The District’'s 2013-14 dropout rate (3.07%) has been exhibiting a slight upward
trend since 2012-13 (2.5%), the lowest rates since 2002-2003.

« The dropout rate has decreased among Asian students (-0.75%), but has increased
among American Indian/Alaska Native (+1.03) and White students (+0.44%)
