5. Credit depends on AP score earned.

Must have a Burke 3.0 GPA
Completed UNO, Midland, or MCC

Grade is assigned by the high school
teacher based upon work/grade
earned in class

All DE courses delivered at Burke
during the school day are for OPS
credit (for graduation requirements
and/or elective credit)

Grade in the class; grade as assigned by
DE Burke teacher

Official college transcript from UNO,
Midland University, and/or MCC
Request an official transcript

Transferability

Accepted by most institutions.
See this link to search by
college/university or by AP exam:

NOTE: some schools do not accept dual
enrollment credit, so if the class is also an
AP course it is important to take the AP
Exam in May so that the student can still
earn college credits.

Most in-state, out-of-state public and
private institutions currently accept
dual credit

Students and/or parents/ guardians
should talk directly to college and
universities to see if and how dual
enrollment credits will transfer

Hours transferred based on
institution’s evaluation of coursework,
generally all “core” credits are
transferable in some manner
